The purpose of the programs under WIA is to move away from one-time, short-term interventions and offer youth a broad range of coordinated services by providing opportunities for assistance in both academic and occupational learning, the development of leadership skills and preparing for further education, additional training, and employment.

· School dropout;

· Homeless, runaway, or foster child;

· Pregnant or parenting

· Offender; or

· Is an individual (including youth with disabilities) who requires additional assistance to complete an educational program or secure and hold employment.

The funds available through this proposal are approximately $42,393 annually, and will be available for two years from July 1, 2005 and may be renewed based on performance and/or the needs and priorities of the Region.
